On May 30, TCML-MN participated in the 2026
Asian Fair, one of Minnesota’s largest
multicultural festivals, attracting more than
12,000 attendees. Staffed by 42 teachers,
students, parents, and volunteers, the TCML-
MN booth featured Talwanese glove puppets,
“Let’s Learn Mandarin” materials, and
traditional folk toys.

Visitors also enjoyed a Taiwan Cultural Trivia
Challenge, helping them learn more about
Taiwan while engaging with TCML-MN’s
educational and cultural games.

Formosa Black Bear and Glove Puppets Lead the Parade

TCML-MN joined the Asian Fair parade with a
lively team featuring a Formosa Black Bear
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mascot, Taiwanese flags, and colorful glove
puppets. The vibrant procession attracted
significant public attention and brought
Talwanese culture into the heart of
Minnesota’s multicultural celebration.

Building Connections Through Learning and Culture

Current students shared their Mandarin-
learning experiences with visitors, while
volunteer Jason Chen, former president of
the University of Minnesota Taiwanese
Student Association, introduced Taiwanese
glove puppetry and TCML-MN’s mission of
promoting language learning and cultural
understanding.

Many attendees also learned about TCML-
MN’s summer and fall course offerings
through face-to-face conversations and QR
code registration opportunities.

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According to Jerry Chang, TCML-MN Event
Coordinator of the Asian Fair project, the
event provided an opportunity to reach
audiences beyond the center’s traditional
community networks.
