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編 輯 要 旨

一、�《菲律賓版新編華語課本》自第一學年至第六學年共分十二冊，每

冊均含課本、學生作業練習簿及教師手冊。為使本教材更能符合當

地教學需求，僑務委員會於2003年至2006年間針對第一冊及第二冊

教材進行修編，並於2007年至2009年間針對第三冊至第十二冊進行

修編。

二、�本套教材選用華文最常用字1,100個，進而構成詞彙達5,000個。讀完

本套教材，應可進行日常生活溝通，並能書寫日常應用「便條」、

「通知」、「書信」等，且具有閱讀華文報紙百分之八十的能力。

三、�各冊課本每課生字分布平均八至十個字，課文之後屬教學延伸部

分，旨在增進學生用字遣詞，造句應用的能力。課本生字的安排，

盡可能以筆畫較簡單者為優先，再由簡入繁。構詞以日常生活應用

詞語優先，循序漸進，俾能學以致用。

四、�本套教材除加註注音符號外，並標註漢語拼音，另於課本書末以附錄

方式加註生詞及課文英譯，降低學生認念的困難度。另於學生作業練

習簿增加字、詞、句的使用量，以鼓勵學童大量、廣泛的閱讀。

五、�為符合當地教學所需，本教材除出版正體字版本外，自2009年起並

出版「簡化字對照版」，教師可依據需求選用。

六、�低年級課文以會話優先，識字次之；中年級起以文章為主，配合當

地風土民情，並介紹台灣多元文化與傳統中華文化，內容力求生動

活潑，實用而又兼具趣味化，以提高學生學習意願。

七、�課本插圖繪製，力求配合文字內容，以期生動活潑。每一冊課本均以

彩色編印，除了協助學生了解教材內容之外，並能增添學習樂趣。

八、�教師、家長對於教材（課本、學生作業練習簿及教師手冊）如有任

何意見，請彙集交由校長提出，以供再版修訂之參考。

　　僑務委員會多年來致力於推展海外華文教育，出版各類循序漸進的

華文教材，並依各地特色開發地區性的版本，《菲律賓版新編華語課

本》係一套針對菲國學齡兒童設計的華語課本，除了華語文學習的目的

外，也適時帶入了菲國的歷史文化及習俗等，以貼近學生生活實境，使

學生的華語學習，更能在日常生活中學以致用。

　　本套教材初版原由國語專家柯遜添主筆，隨著時代的推移，為使教

材內涵更符菲華社會的脈動，本會特邀集華語教學專家重新修編，期能

賦予教材嶄新生命。教材共分十二冊，低年級（一至四冊）以對話形式

呈現，讓學習者先熟習一般會話用語，並能使用於日常生活之中；中年

級（五至八冊）以趣味性短篇文章或寓言故事為主，期能啟發學生的閱

讀興趣；高年級（九至十二冊）添加更深入的題材，使學生能運用所學

的字彙，探討有關歷史、社會等議題。課文的選材儘量生活化、多樣

化，並且添加了勤勞、誠實、助人、孝順、禮讓等美德，俾學習者知識

與品德俱進。另外，為豐富教學資訊，亦針對每課內容及特性，逐課編

寫教師手冊，期能提供字詞解釋、句型練習及習作指導等教學方法，以

增益教學內容成效。

　　未來本會將繼續秉持精益求精的信念，提供優質的華語文教材，希

冀能提高海外人士學習華語的興趣，更進一步發掘中華文化的優良傳

統，使語文教育兼負傳承文化內涵之使命。

gether with their family.  Isn’t it a very special way 
to celebrate your holiday?

Lesson 10 : Halloween

November 1st is the All Saints’ Day, a day for 
the Christian and the Catholic to remember their an-
cestors and saints.  In the past, it also symbolized the 
end of the year and the beginning of the New Year.  
In addition, it is also the favorite holiday for all the 
children.

According to the folktale, in October 31th, the  
Halloween, all the monsters and evils will come to 
the human world.  In order to safely live through the 
night, people need to dress up as horrifying crea-
tures, wear gruesome masks to intimidate and show 
that they are not afraid of monsters. In the meantime, 
people try to ward off evil spirits. Its meaning and 
function is like Couplets used to ward off evil spirits 
during Chinese New Year in Taiwan.

Now, in every year, the day before Halloween, 
people will use spider webs and pumpkin lantern to 
decorate their houses.  Children will dress up as dev-
ils or monsters and go to every household “trick or 
threat”, and if they get candies, they won’t monkey 
around.  For the youth, they will dress up in costumes 
and attend the costumes party.  Therefore, All Saints’ 
Day has become the most favorite holiday for adults 
and children. Above all, let’s don’t forget the origin 
and the meaning of the All Saints’ Day.

Lesson 11 : Christmas Present

The Christmas time was coming to the for-
est.  The little yellow dog said to the little squirrels: 
“Christmas is going to be joyful and lively.

All the households started to decorate their 
beautiful Christmas trees.  Hanging the colorful rib-
bons, balls, little Christmas lights, and bells on the 
trees.

Children love Chinese New Year because they 
can Shou Sui and get red envelope money to buy 
toys.  In the first day of the Chinese New Year, every-
one will express New Year’s greetings to each other 
and wish for happiness and safety.
