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Preface

The Overseas Community Affairs Council (OCAC) has been developing Taiwanese teaching
materials for the overseas community for many years. In response to changing trends in Mandarin-
language education and learning environments around the world, the OCAC asked dozens of
scholars, instructors with experience teaching overseas compatriots, and Mandarin language teachers
from around the world to work on Let's Learn Mandarin (For Children) project. The outline for
these teaching materials is based on the latest theories on teaching Mandarin as a second language
and was designed in accordance with the topics set forth by the California World Language Content
Standards as well as language teaching standards set by the American Council on the Teaching of
Foreign Languages. Cultural content and notes on local characteristics were added when deemed
appropriate. These teaching materials can help increase interest in learning the Mandarin language
among students regardless of ethnic background.

Let's Learn Mandarin (For Children) consists of 12 volumes of 12 lessons each with content
that gradually increases in difficulty. Lessons are centered around daily conversation, while
the content adheres to the principles of communication, culture, connection, comparison, and
community. This series is suitable for the elementary and junior high school levels. The objective
of this series is to train students to use Mandarin to communicate in everyday life and to be able
to apply what they've learned right away, either at home or in Mandarin-language environments.
The various levels are tied together with common themes and expand from the narrow to the broad.
They are suitable for use by schools employing topic-based education to help advance familiarity
with this range of common topics.

On the occasion when the global demand for Mandarin learning is increasingly intense, in
order to ensure that teaching materials meet the needs of overseas compatriot schools, reflect the
situation of family and society nowadays and gear to international conventions, the OCAC asked
specialists and academics in Taiwan as well as individuals located abroad with extensive experience
in teaching and using teaching materials to persistently review and edit the series it published in
2017. As a result, not only is the content even better, two Taiwanese Culture Units have been added
to each volume. The Taiwanese Culture Units cover such topics as rhymes, Taiwanese opera, puppet
theater. The series edited in 2023 was based on universal values and diversity. We hope that the
series conforms to the diverse values of the current society and local needs, to facilitate teachers to
introduce Taiwan’s characteristics and modern development timely and make the materials more
interesting and to enhance student understanding of Taiwan's diverse culture.

Going forward, the OCAC will continue to improve its Mandarin language materials to raise
interest in studying the Mandarin language among children. By helping overseas compatriot schools
boost their teaching capabilities, the OCAC hopes to further enhance our reputation in the area
of teaching the Mandarin language using traditional characters and to accomplish its objective
preserving cultural heritage through language education.

Editor’s Note

Editing Concepts

1. The language focuses on the practical, authentic, and functional aspects so students
can use what they’ve learned in everyday life.

2.Comprehensive language ability is the focus, with balanced development of the four
basic language techniques: listening, speaking, reading, and writing.

3.The dialogues, sentences, traditional characters, grammatical structures and
their quantity and order , are based on the students’ proficiency level.

4.The vocabulary words and grammar progress by spiral upward from low to high level
and are very common and usable.

5.Interactive in-class games and task-based activities are used so the language learning
will be natural.

6. The workbook uses a constructive design and advances by steps to consolidate what’s
been learned in an easy way.

7.Reading and writing sections chiefly use phonetic symbols (Bopomofo) and traditional
characters. Hanyu Pinyin and simplified traditional characters are also taken
into account.

8.The volumes are tied together by common themes and progress from the narrow to the
broad, suitable for topic-based school teaching.

Book 1 includes A, B volume, each volume includes 6 lessons, total had 12 lessons, and

the major sections of each lesson are:

1.Learning core: dialogues, vocabulary words / phrase, traditional characters
(two subsections: recognizing / reading and practicing writing), origins of
traditional characters, and grammatical structures.

2.In-class practice: Includes recognition, reading, and writing practice of the lesson’s
traditional characters, as well as task-based activities, games, and pronunciation review.

3. Workbook: Every lesson includes four types of practice—listening, speaking, reading,
and writing— for take-home or after-class practice.

4.Vocabulary Words / Phrase index: All the vocabulary words of the book as appendix in
the last pages of the book.

The “diabolo” is a traditional toy. In the past, it was made of wood, but today, most are made of plastic. Each side
is round and concave. The diabolo is dumbbell-shaped and spun by a string with a handle attached to either end. The
diabolo is hollow to emit a whirring sound when whirled, so it is also called the “hollow bamboo™ in Mandarin. Old and
young alike love the diabolo because it can be used to perform all kinds of fun and exciting tricks.

A rich variety of diabolo performances, ranging from regular diabolo performances to ones that incorporate music and
dance, can be watched in Taiwan. The diabolo has even become a major part of shows put on by street performers and
cultural and artistic groups and is being taught in cultural summer camps held abroad.

So if you get the chance, be sure to see a diabolo performance when you are in Taiwan. They are great fun.

Below are favorite traditional toys and games of Taiwanese children from years ago. Which ones have you played or

Tops

Tops are made of various materials, including wood,
bamboo, and steel. Wrap a cord around them, toss
them really hard, and see whose top spins the longest.
You can also have tops battle each other. The last top
to fall over wins.

Jianzi (a.k.a. kicking shuttlecock)

A jianzi consists of a round disc wrapped in cloth
with feathers or paper attached to the top. The idea is
to keep the jianzi in the air with your feet as long as
you can without letting it touch the ground.

Poke and Win

This game consists of an empty box with small
square spaces inside made from strips of cardboard.
Prizes, like little toys and candy, are placed in the
little squares and then the box is sealed with a piece
of paper with little pictures on it. You then pick a
picture, poke a hole in it, and whatever is inside the
square underneath is your prize.

Marbles
Most marbles are made of glass. Players draw a circle
on the ground and then put marbles in the circle.
Then the players take turns shooting marbles to
try and knock the marbles inside the circle out
of the circle. Marbles players knock out
become theirs.
