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Preface
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The Overseas Community Affairs Council (OCAC) has been developing Taiwanese teaching
materials for the overseas community for many years. In response to changing trends in Mandarin-
language education and learning environments around the world, the OCAC asked dozens of
scholars, instructors with experience teaching overseas compatriots, and Mandarin language teachers
from around the world to work on Let's Learn Mandarin (For Children) project. The outline for
these teaching materials is based on the latest theories on teaching Mandarin as a second language
and was designed in accordance with the topics set forth by the California World Language Content
Standards as well as language teaching standards set by the American Council on the Teaching of
Foreign Languages. Cultural content and notes on local characteristics were added when deemed
appropriate. These teaching materials can help increase interest in learning the Mandarin language
among students regardless of ethnic background.

Let's Learn Mandarin (For Children) consists of 12 volumes of 12 lessons each with content
that gradually increases in difficulty. Lessons are centered around daily conversation, while
the content adheres to the principles of communication, culture, connection, comparison, and
community. This series is suitable for the elementary and junior high school levels. The objective
of this series is to train students to use Mandarin to communicate in everyday life and to be able
to apply what they've learned right away, either at home or in Mandarin-language environments.
The various levels are tied together with common themes and expand from the narrow to the broad.
They are suitable for use by schools employing topic-based education to help advance familiarity
with this range of common topics.

On the occasion when the global demand for Mandarin learning is increasingly intense, in
order to ensure that teaching materials meet the needs of overseas compatriot schools, reflect the
situation of family and society nowadays and gear to international conventions, the OCAC asked
specialists and academics in Taiwan as well as individuals located abroad with extensive experience
in teaching and using teaching materials to persistently review and edit the series it published in
2017. As a result, not only is the content even better, two Taiwanese Culture Units have been added
to each volume. The Taiwanese Culture Units cover such topics as thymes, Taiwanese opera, puppet
theater. The series edited in 2023 was based on universal values and diversity. We hope that the
series conforms to the diverse values of the current society and local needs, to facilitate teachers to
introduce Taiwan’s characteristics and modern development timely and make the materials more
interesting and to enhance student understanding of Taiwan's diverse culture.

Going forward, the OCAC will continue to improve its Mandarin language materials to raise
interest in studying the Mandarin language among children. By helping overseas compatriot schools
boost their teaching capabilities, the OCAC hopes to further enhance our reputation in the area
of teaching the Mandarin language using traditional characters and to accomplish its objective
preserving cultural heritage through language education.

Class Activity: Household Registration Check

1. The teacher divides the class into groups, with the number and size of the groups. The number and sizes of groups
will depend on the number of students in the class. Each student plays a different role. For example, the class can be
divided into groups of five, with a doctor, a nurse, a patient with diarrhea, a patient with a fever, and a patient with
food poisoning. Each group should have about the same number of students.

2. Each group forms a line. Then the teacher starts giving statements that are commands, for example, “The doctor
is really tired, so he went home.” students that are playing the role that the teacher stated (in this case, the doctor)
change groups. Each group can only have one student playing a particular role, and whoever misses his or her cue is
eliminated from the game. For example, if a doctor runs to a group which has another doctor who didn't understand
the instructions and stayed in his or her original group, the doctor that didn't leave the group is eliminated. The
teacher continues giving instructions, such as “The nurse went to the bathroom” and “The people with diarrhea
disappeared.”

3. Whichever student lasts the longest wins.

4. After the game has been played several rounds, the teacher can mix it up by changing everyone’s roles and
symptoms, for example introducing a patient with a headache and a patient with a stomachache.

Formosan Blue Magpie

The Formosan Blue Magpie prefers to live in the broad-leafed forests of mountains at elevations of 300 to 1,200
meters. They are also occasionally spotted in city parks. They like to fly in flocks from the mountain slopes to the
valleys below. Small groups of three to five can frequently be seen playing in the air over the treetops in mountainous
areas at low elevations.

Formosan Blue Magpies are very family-oriented, living in groups and helping each other. During breeding season,
in addition to the mom and dad, brothers and sisters from the same brood from the previous year take turns bringing
back insects, mice, lizards, and frogs as food for the chicks that just hatched.

We can see Formosan Blue Magpies returning to the nest and giving some of the food in their beaks to the mother
and together they feed the young. This behavior is distinctive of these beautiful birds.

Endemic to Taiwan, the Formosan Blue Magpie has a bright red beak and claws, yellow eyes, and blue feathers. Its
gorgeous tail is about twice as long as its body. When it spreads its wings and sets to flight, the white tips and underside
of its tail feathers are a splendid sight to see. The Formosan Blue Magpie can often be seen in mountainous areas at low
altitudes, so next time you come to Taiwan, be sure to keep an eye out for this stunning bird.
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Birds Endemic to Taiwan
The birds here are found only in Taiwan. Do you recognize them?

Swinhoe’s Pheasant

These rare ground-dwelling birds are a protected species. The plumage of the males and females differ. The feathers of
the males are primarily dark blue with a metallic luster, while the females are brown and black. They live in mountain
forests where they feed mainly on fruit and seeds.

Taiwan Barbet

The Taiwan Barbet, known as the “five color bird” in Mandarin , because its body is an emerald green, while the areas
around its head, eyes, and throat are black, yellow, red, and blue. Frequently found in thick forests, they nest in tree
cavities, often excavating them with their beaks. They feed primarily on fruit, but they also eat insects.

Taiwan is in east Asia and in
the western Pacific. It is surrounded by the sea on all four sides. It’s a beautiful little island.

Because the Earth is round, the six continents have different positions depending on whether
you look at them from Asia or from America. What’s the difference between this map and others
you’ve seen before?
