The Overseas Community Affairs Council (OCAC) has been developing Taiwanese teaching
materials for the overseas community for many years. In response to changing trends in Mandarin-
language education and learning environments around the world, the OCAC asked dozens of
scholars, instructors with experience teaching overseas compatriots, and Mandarin language teachers
from around the world to work on Let's Learn Mandarin (For Children) project. The outline for
these teaching materials is based on the latest theories on teaching Mandarin as a second language
and was designed in accordance with the topics set forth by the California World Language Content
Standards as well as language teaching standards set by the American Council on the Teaching of
Foreign Languages. Cultural content and notes on local characteristics were added when deemed
appropriate. These teaching materials can help increase interest in learning the Mandarin language

among students regardless of ethnic background.

Let's Learn Mandarin (For Children) consists of 12 volumes of 12 lessons each with content
that gradually increases in difficulty. Lessons are centered around daily conversation, while
the content adheres to the principles of communication, culture, connection, comparison, and
community. This series is suitable for the elementary and junior high school levels. The objective
of this series is to train students to use Mandarin to communicate in everyday life and to be able
to apply what they've learned right away, either at home or in Mandarin-language environments.
The various levels are tied together with common themes and expand from the narrow to the broad.
They are suitable for use by schools employing topic-based education to help advance familiarity
with this range of common topics.

On the occasion when the global demand for Mandarin learning is increasingly intense, in
order to ensure that teaching materials meet the needs of overseas compatriot schools, reflect the
situation of family and society nowadays and gear to international conventions, the OCAC asked
specialists and academics in Taiwan as well as individuals located abroad with extensive experience
in teaching and using teaching materials to persistently review and edit the series it published in
2017. As a result, not only is the content even better, two Taiwanese Culture Units have been added
to each volume. The Taiwanese Culture Units cover such topics as thymes, Taiwanese opera, puppet
theater. The series edited in 2023 was based on universal values and diversity. We hope that the
series conforms to the diverse values of the current society and local needs, to facilitate teachers to
introduce Taiwan’s characteristics and modern development timely and make the materials more
interesting and to enhance student understanding of Taiwan's diverse culture.

Going forward, the OCAC will continue to improve its Mandarin language materials to
raise interest in studying the Mandarin language among children. By helping overseas compatriot
schools boost their teaching capabilities, the OCAC hopes to further enhance our reputation
in the area of teaching the Mandarin language using traditional characters and to accomplish
its objective preserving cultural heritage through language education.

I. Editing Concepts

l.

The language focuses on the practical, authentic, and functional aspects so students
can use what they’ve learned in everyday life.

Comprehensive language ability is the focus, with balanced development of the four
basic language techniques: listening, speaking, reading, and writing.

. The dialogues, sentences,traditional characters, grammatical structures and their

quantity and order, are based on the students’ proficiency level.

The vocabulary words and grammar progress by spiral upward from low to high level
and are very common and usable.

Interactive in-class games and task-based activities are used so the language learning
will be natural.

The workbook uses a constructive design and advances by steps to consolidate what’s
been learned in an easy way.

Reading and writing sections chiefly use phonetic symbols (Bopomofo) and
traditional characters. Hanyu Pinyin and simplified traditional characters are also
taken into account.

. The volumes are tied together by common themes and progress from the narrow to

the broad, suitable for topic-based school teaching.

the major sections of each lesson are:

The 6th and 12th lessons of this volume are review lessons that go back over the
material from the lessons that preceded them.

characters, tasks and games.
Workbook: Every lesson includes four types of practice—listening, speaking,
reading, and writing—for take-home or after-class practice.

Class Activity: Healthy Meals e

1. The teacher divides the whiteboard into four sections and writes the following titles for them:
“Green Vegatables,” “Legumes,” “Fruit,” and “Meat.”

2. The teacher gives each student three post-it notes.

3. Students write the name of a food on each one of their post-it notes, and then sticks them in the appropriate sections
of the whiteboard (for example, chicken in the meat section.)
The teacher leads the students in reading the names of all the foods on the whiteboard.

5. The teacher randomly gives each student one of the post-it notes from the whiteboard, making sure an equal number
from each category (or close to it) are given out. (The extra post-it notes can be left on the whiteboard.)

6. The teacher asks the students to create “healthy meals” by creating groups of four where each person has a food
from a different one of the four sections. When a group is assembled, all the members read out the names of their
foods. The fastest group to finish wins.

1. The teacher introduces four animals, from the largest to the smallest: for example, horse > peacock > parrot >
firefly. The teacher then teaches the students a slogan for each animal, for example “Riding a horse, clop, clop” for
the horse, “Peacocks are prettiest” for the peacock, “Parrots can talk” for the parrot, and “It’s dark and the fireflies
are out” for the firefly.

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Yushan (Jade Mountain)

Situated between the Eurasian and Philippine Sea Plates, Taiwan has been squeezed by them over the years, giving
the island a rich variety of topographical features, including large numbers of mountains, with over 275 peaks over 3,000
meters in elevation packed into an area less than 36,000 square kilometers in size.

At 3,952 meters, Yushan’s main summit is representative of these towering peaks. It is the tallest mountain in Taiwan
and all of Northeastern Asia. Temperatures drop as you go up in elevation and changes in temperature affect plant
growth. As a result, when climbing Yushan, you can see vegetation and forest ecologies from subtropical, temperate,
and frigid zones.

On Yushan, you can witness sunrise, fog, a cloud sea, and sunset all in one day. It also has four distinct seasons, so
you can enjoy the stately trees in spring, beautiful flowers in summer, turning leaves in autumn, and glistening snow in
winter. Yushan’s snow-capped peak is breathtaking and is considered one of Taiwan’s top eight views.

People today consider leisure activities very important. As such, mountain climbing and travel activities are
becoming increasingly popular. This is making it increasingly difficult to strike a balance between human activity on the
one hand and environmental protection and water and soil conservation on the other. We need to continue to work hard
to teach people to approach nature with a sense of meekness.
