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Preface

The Overseas Community Affairs Council (OCAC) has been developing Taiwanese teaching
materials for the overseas community for many years. In response to changing trends in Mandarin-
language education and learning environments around the world, the OCAC asked dozens of
scholars, instructors with experience teaching overseas compatriots, and Mandarin language teachers
from around the world to work on Let's Learn Mandarin (For Children) project. The outline for
these teaching materials is based on the latest theories on teaching Mandarin as a second language
and was designed in accordance with the topics set forth by the California World Language Content
Standards as well as language teaching standards set by the American Council on the Teaching of
Foreign Languages. Cultural content and notes on local characteristics were added when deemed
appropriate. These teaching materials can help increase interest in learning the Mandarin language
among students regardless of ethnic background.

Let's Learn Mandarin (For Children) consists of 12 volumes of 12 lessons each with content
that gradually increases in difficulty. Lessons are centered around daily conversation, while
the content adheres to the principles of communication, culture, connection, comparison, and
community. This series is suitable for the elementary and junior high school levels. The objective
of this series is to train students to use Mandarin to communicate in everyday life and to be able
to apply what they've learned right away, either at home or in Mandarin-language environments.
The various levels are tied together with common themes and expand from the narrow to the broad.
They are suitable for use by schools employing topic-based education to help advance familiarity
with this range of common topics.

On the occasion when the global demand for Mandarin learning is increasingly intense, in
order to ensure that teaching materials meet the needs of overseas compatriot schools, reflect the
situation of family and society nowadays and gear to international conventions, the OCAC asked
specialists and academics in Taiwan as well as individuals located abroad with extensive experience
in teaching and using teaching materials to persistently review and edit the series it published in
2017. As a result, not only is the content even better, two Taiwanese Culture Units have been added
to each volume. The Taiwanese Culture Units cover such topics as rhymes, Taiwanese opera, puppet
theater. The series edited in 2023 was based on universal values and diversity. We hope that the
series conforms to the diverse values of the current society and local needs, to facilitate teachers to
introduce Taiwan’s characteristics and modern development timely and make the materials more
interesting and to enhance student understanding of Taiwan's diverse culture.

Going forward, the OCAC will continue to improve its Mandarin language materials to raise
interest in studying the Mandarin language among children. By helping overseas compatriot schools
boost their teaching capabilities, the OCAC hopes to further enhance our reputation in the area
of teaching the Mandarin language using traditional characters and to accomplish its objective
preserving cultural heritage through language education.

Editing Concepts

1. The language focuses on the practical, authentic, and functional aspects so students
can use what they’ve learned in everyday life.

2. Comprehensive language ability is the focus, with balanced development of the four
basic language techniques: listening, speaking, reading, and writing.

3. The dialogues, sentences, traditional characters, grammatical structures and their
quantity and order, are based on the students’ proficiency level.

4. The vocabulary word and grammar progress by spiral upward from low to high level
and are very common and usable.

5. Interactive in-class games and task-based activities are used so the language learning
will be natural.

6. The workbook uses a constructive design and advances by steps to consolidate what’s
been learned in an easy way.

7. Reading and writing sections chiefly use phonetic symbols (Bopomofo) and
traditional characters. Hanyu Pinyin and simplified traditional characters are also
taken into account.

8. The volumes are tied together by common themes and progress from the narrow to
the broad, suitable for topic-based school teaching.

Structure of the Teaching Materials

Book 8 includes A, B volume, each volume includes 6 lessons, total had 12 lessons, and
the major sections of each lesson are:

Learning core: dialogues, vocabulary words / phrases, traditional characters (two
subsections: recognizing / reading and practicing writing) and grammatical structures.
The 6th and 12th lessons of this volume are review lessons that go back over the
material from the lessons that preceded them.

. Lesson exercise: Includes recognise traditional characters, practice writing traditional

characters, tasks and games.
Workbook: Every lesson includes four types of practice—listening, speaking,
reading, and writing—for take-home or after-class practice.

. Vocabulary Words / Phrases index: All the vocabulary words / phrases of the book as

appendix in the last pages of the book.

Class Activity: Brainstorm

1. The teacher divides the class into two teams and gives each team poster paper.

2. The teacher first selects a shared topic, such as “food and drink”. Both teams then divide into “the US” and and
“Taiwan” (this can be adjusted to represent the countries of the students present) and begin brainstorming. On the
poster paper the teams write “Food and Drink” and draw the flags of the countries, then draw a cognitive map with
lines linking things associated with specific items. They should then think of things associated with food and drink
in the US and Taiwan, such as hamburgers, cola, oil, frying, unhealthiness, or salad.

3. The two teams’ posters should then be affixed to the whiteboard and compared to see what associations they come
up with and to explain how they were related to the topic. Last, the students should compare the two to determine
the differences between the two sets of associations, and why they are different.

4. The teacher can then change the topic to “transportation”,

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Taiwan Dragon Boat Festival

The Dragon Boat Festival, held in May, is one of Taiwan’s three major folk festivals. May marks the beginning of
summer on the lunar calendar. As temperatures rise, mosquito populations increase, escalating the possibility of the spread of
contagious disease. Because of this, people used to perform such rituals as hanging up lemongrass, wormwood, and the leaves
and branches of banyan trees, wear “xiangbao”, i.e., “fragrant satchels”, and drink “wushi water” to drive away sickness.

Lemongrass and wormwood exude smells that mosquitos dislike. Banyan trees were said to ward off evil. The xiangbao,
little pouches that individuals hung from their persons, were filled with sandalwood, the smell of which repelled bad luck and
attracted good. Xiangbao were also most commonly made in the likeness of tigers. “Wushi water”, water drawn at noon on
the day of the Dragon Boat Festival, was said to be able to eliminate disease. At noon on the day of the Dragon Boat Festival,
many people draw water and drink it and wash themselves down with it.

Wrapping “zongzi” is another major Dragon Boat Festival activity. “Zongzi” are a traditional food consisting of sticky rice,
mushrooms, lean pork, and peanuts wrapped in bamboo leaves. An old adage goes something like this: “Don’t put your winter
clothes away before you’ve had a zongzi on the Dragon Boat Festival”. In other words, the weather tends to be unstable prior
to the Dragon Boat Festival, so don’t put your winter clothes away until after it, because you might still need them.
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As the English name for this special day suggests,
the most important activity during the Dragon Boat
Festival is dragon boat racing. In ancient times, dragons
symbolized the source of rain and in later folklore, they
were referred to as gods in charge of managing the rain.
People held competitions and other activities, therefore,
to please the gods and ask for ample rain to ensure that
crops would grow well.

Here’s another interesting bit of trivia. It is said
that eggs can be stood on end at noon on the day of the
Dragon Boat Festival and they won’t fall over. Have
you ever tried doing that? Try it next time you have a
chance.
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Dragon Boat Festival, Driving Away the Five Poisonous
Pests

There is an expression that goes “Around Dragon Boat
Festival, the weather’s hot, the five poisonous pests awaken,
and we can find no peace”. This means that around Dragon
Boat Festival, the weather becomes hot and humid and five
types of poisonous pests that tend to hide in dark hidden
places become increasingly active. Farmers were often bit
by some of them, so they took measures, such as hanging
up Artemisia and wearing “fragrant sachets” on their
persons, to keep evil away and to drive away insects. Do
you recognize the “five pests” below?
